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 241.1.  TUITION REIMBURSEMENT/ELECTIVE COURSE OFFERING 

 
1. Purpose  The purpose of this enrichment program is to enable students to pursue areas of 

study beyond the levels already offered in any particular subject at Morrisville High 
School. This policy provides for a student to study an elective course at a higher 
level at the Bucks County Community College. 
 

2. Guidelines Eligibility 
 

 The student must be a senior with plans to attend either a two-year or a four-year 
college. The student must have a minimum grade of “B” (3.0) in the chosen subject 
and an overall grade point average of at least 3.0 to qualify. Only those students with 
teacher recommendations shall be considered. 
 

 Conditions 
 

 A student is limited to one (1) course per semester. In order to receive 
reimbursement, the student must complete an application and submit the same to the 
guidance office for review by a guidance counselor and final approval by the 
administration. These guidelines must be completed prior to enrolling at BCCC. 
Upon completion of the course, the student must have earned a grade of “B” or 
better. 
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
