EXPECTATIONS
All School Rules set forth in the Student Handbook apply in this and every other class.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES:  Cell phones and other personal hand held electronic devices can be placed in the “Pockets” at the beginning of class for an additional reward of 2 “Professionalism Points” per day.  The phones will remain in the pockets, untouched and unchecked during the period. Students who do not wish to submit their Cell Phones will not be penalized BUT will not receive “Professionalism Points” either.  Students who are found to be using a Cell Phone, headphones or any other electronic devices during an unauthorized time will be penalized 2 “Professionalism Points” for each separate infraction.      

SELF-MANAGEMENT/SELF-DISCIPLINE:  All students will be expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner for the classroom and the work environment.  Students will be held accountable for their choices.  The classroom environment should be a constructive place in which students should be able to feel safe and be encouraged to contribute constructively to classroom discussions.  Book bags of all kinds should be put in the locker according to the student handbook and will not be allowed in class. Students who engage in inappropriate or destructive behavior that results in a negative classroom environment will and be penalized “Professionalism Points” for that day and may face additional administrative consequences.  

SLEEPING IN CLASS:  Students will be penalized “Professionalism Points” for sleeping in class (seen as S.I.C. in “Genesis”).  Students sleeping in class will penalized but will not be disturbed. Students will receive a zero for the classwork as well.

ARRIVAL:  Students are expected to arrive to class on time.  Students are given an allotment of time to travel from one class to the next.  Students who are late will be written up for lateness, will be penalized “Professionalism Points,” and administrative consequences will follow.

BATHROOM PASSES: Bathroom passes will be issued to one student at a time. Students are expected to be back in the classroom within 5 minutes.  Students should not be asking for passes to go to locker, bathroom etc in the 1st 5 or last 5 minutes of class.  Students are required to use the sign out/in sheet and have a signed pass from the teacher. Students who abuse this privilege will be penalized “Professionalism Points” and may lose the privilege.
