Grading:

Your grades will be based on your homework, quizzes, tests, classwork, notebooks, warm ups, class participation, and project grades. Grading is based on a point system (total points earned /total number of points in the class.  

Homework is given regularly and is usually worth five points unless otherwise stated.  Homework is due at the beginning of class and may not be done in class of copied from other students. Students caught copying will receive a zero for that assignment. Homework can be handed in one day late for half credit, after that it is a zero.

Quizzes and tests will be given after the completion of several lessons or a chapter.  The types of questions will vary such as multiple choice, fill in the blank, and matching.  Tests and quizzes will be announced ahead of time except for an occasional pop quiz so always be prepared.

All classwork should be kept in a binder or folder and will be collected at the stated time.  Notebooks will be checked on the day of the test.  Notebooks will be assessed on their content.  PSSA problems will also be part of the notebooks and will also have a point value.  Warm ups either in packet form or handwritten will be collected and graded on the day of the test as well.

Class participation will be awarded and deducted daily based on your behavior and readiness for class. Class participation will be about 10% of your grade.  To maximize your points, be attentive, active, and respectful everyday.

Missed work

You are responsible for making up all missed work.  For each day you are absent, you have this many days to make up work. For example, if you were absent one day you have one school day after you return to make up any work, quizzes or tests.
